How has participation in voluntary, community, school, church or other organizations had a positive impact in your life’s goals?  Letter should not exceed one (1) page, double-spaced, 12 pt. / Time New Roman font.  Your letter should demonstrate excellent communication and writing skills. 
3. Two (2) letters of recommendation from high school teachers, administrators, counselors, employers, or individuals with whom you volunteer who have a significant knowledge of who you are and your experiences and involvement in school, organizations or work.
4. A current official high school transcript with cumulative grade point average.
